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‘Symbol’ - The Sea Monster & The Shark

The first canoe to leave Hawaiiki on the great migration was Nga Rakau

Tapu a Atuamatua, which was captained by Tamatekapua.

Tamatekapua had abducted a famous Tohunga (priest) called

Ngatoroirangi, and his wife Kearoa in order to make use of his magic

powers.

In protest, Ngatoroirangi through incantations created a whirl pool

named Te Koro Koro-o-Te Parata, a Taniwha (sea monster). The canoe

was then drawn into the throat of the Taniwha by way of a huge

whirlpool. Whakaotirangi the carrier of the Sacred Kumara pleaded

with Ngatoro-i-rangi to reserve the chant to save them, which he did.

With this, the canoe was thrust back out of the whirlpool and this action

was likened to the thrusting of a shark.  So from this action, the canoe

was named Te Arawa (the shark).
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Whakarewarewa Identity

Whakarewarewa’s identity stands for our organisation in style, colour

and meaning. It has not been randomly developed, but rather carefully

crafted to a well-defined brief and subject to rigorous development.

The symbol within our visual identity is one of our most valuable and

important devices. It has immediate impact and is recognisable and

memorable.

Over time, this symbol will become a key identifier for Whakarewarewa

Charitable Trust and its importance within our visual identity should

not be underestimated.

It is vital that the symbol is kept in its true proportions and with its visual

integrity intact. It must not be redrawn or altered in any way.

The symbol appears consistently with the name descriptor and must

always stay in the position in relation to the wording as described within

our visual identity standards.
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The Logotype

The logotype appears in different formats, some of which are shown

here. There are specifications for use in positive and negative formats,

as well as different colours with or without patterns or other devices.

A comprehensive standards guide is essential for maintaining brand

equity and creating consistency in the marketplace and such rules

must be enthusiastically adhered to in order to achieve maximum brand

impact.
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The logo symbol may be used in conjunction with a 60% black feathered

drop shadow when being used over a bitmap or multi coloured

background. The logo text “Whakarewarewa” may be reversed when

used on dark tones (over 50%) but must have a solid black drop

shadow. Grey scale and black and white versions are also available

for single colour or newspaper printing.
